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The Vigo County Public Library welcomes teens as volunteers.  Most of our volunteer needs are during June and July while the Summer Reading Program is going on.  Applications will be accepted as long as we have work available.  

Who is eligible to volunteer?

· Young people who will be going into 7th – 12th grade in the fall

· Young people who are self-motivated and reliable, hard working and cooperative, 

and want to help others
What will I be doing as a Teen Volunteer?

There are many tasks you can help us with this summer.  Some involve working at specific times, while others may be accomplished on a flexible schedule.  You will be trained for any task you are asked to perform.  Here are a few examples of teen volunteer duties:

· Assist with special events, teen programs, and Summer Reading Camp

· Manage Games Computers

· Assist with shelving and collection maintenance 

· Prepare materials for programs

· Assist with miscellaneous tasks and projects

How much time is required?

It would be great if you could commit to volunteering at least 10 hours during June and July.  In addition to programs, we offer many opportunities on a flexible schedule.
How do I get started?
1. Fill out the attached application and return it to the Young People’s Department at the Main Library.  Please note that both you and a parent must sign on the back.  If you are 18, a parent signature is not needed, but you will be required to consent to a background check by the VCPL Human Resources Department.

2. Read and sign the attached “Behavior Guidelines.”  A parent must also sign if you are under 18.  Return one copy with your application and keep the other copy for yourself.
What happens next?

Starting May 21, visit the Young People’s Department to sign up for times to work in Young People’s, Summer Reading Camp in the Lifelong Learning Center, or Outreach Department.  We ask that initially you sign up to help at only one or two special events and one teen program to give everyone a chance to help.  After the first of June, please check back and you may be able to sign up for more.
What will I get out of volunteering?

· An opportunity to learn and practice a variety of job-related skills.

· Satisfaction from knowing that you are helping to promote reading and literacy in your community and that you are a good role model for children.

· Something different and interesting to do.

· Positive feelings of self-worth & achievement.

· An opportunity to meet new people.

· Community Service experience to include on college, scholarship and job applications.

· An invitation to a special recognition party on August 11 (2:00-4:00 p.m.)!!
What does the library get out of my volunteering?

· HELP, during a very busy time!

· Opportunities for positive interaction with teenagers.

· Feedback about our collection & services.

· A diverse library community population.
